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Terms and Conditions of BSDS Small Grants
1. Small grants are designed to assist BSDS members with research projects that contribute to the field of dermatological surgery. 

2. Small grants are open to members of the BSDS who are working in dermatology in the UK or Ireland.

3. A maximum of six grants of up to £1,000 each will be awarded each year. 
4. The BSDS reserves the right to vary the amounts and the conditions of the grants, or terminate the grants, in which case applicants will be notified.

5. A maximum of one grant will be given to any one member each year.

6. Any other funding applied for/received must be disclosed on the application form, and any funds subsequently received must be disclosed. 
7. Judging will take into consideration the quality of the project, value to dermatological surgery and the submitted CV, in particular; evidence of academic excellence, innovation and research interest.
8. Any publications arising as a result of the grant must give due acknowledgement to the BSDS.

9. A report of up to 500 words must be submitted to the BSDS on completion of the project or one year after the grant has been received, whichever is sooner.
10. Successful recipients should present their work at a BSDS Meeting, if asked, within a year of the completion of the project. 
11. Details of awarded grants will be published by the BSDS.

12. Reports will be published on the BSDS website and may also be published in the BSDS newsletter.
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
